Twin Rivers Supplemental Educational Services (SES)

Eligibility and Ranking Criteria

2011-12

As a component of the federal No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act, school districts must set-aside a percentage of Title 1 funds to be used for Supplemental Educational Services (SES) at schools identified as being in Program Improvement.  Eligible students attend schools identified as Program Improvement Years 2+ and qualify for free or reduced meals at school.  Due to limited funding, students applying for SES must be prioritized by academic need.  Those students showing the most academic need at the highest grade level will be given priority.  Those students performing advanced or proficient on assessments may not be eligible.
For the 2011-12 school year, Twin Rivers has set aside, under NCLB guidelines, enough funding to serve 1400 students.  TRUSD is using intervention funds, to accommodate another 1000 academically at-risk students into the SES program.  In total, TRUSD can provide SES tutoring opportunities for 2,400 students.  This is in addition to our after school programs and each site’s academic intervention strategies.
This year, many more families applied for SES than can be accommodated and students must be prioritized.  

Students will be provided SES services based on greatest academic need (in English Language Arts and/or mathematics) as indicated by California Standards Test (CST) or other assessment scores.  Priority ranking for qualified students to include the following:
· Students in CST tested grades scoring less than proficient in English Language Arts and/or math
· Students in highest grades first and then in descending order to include kindergarten if funds are available
