On November 8 th 2011, a memo regarding refined TRPD Traffic and Towing Enforcement 

was issued. TRPD conducts vehicle and pedestrian stops when a violation poses a threat 

to public. This includes but is not limited to speeding, reckless driving, running stop signs 

or red lights, etc. TRPD tows only when vehicles have been determined to be abandoned, 

stolen or illegally parked on or adjacent to TRUSD or contract facilities. Since November 

8th 2011, preliminary statistics reflect an approximate 50% reduction of  tows. There have 

only been 6 tows in the month since November 8 th 2011 and December 7 th 2011.
